The ideal Internet citation has the following components, in sequence, with periods between parts and a period at the end:

1. Name of the author(s), editor, compiler, etc if available.

2. Title of the work. Italicize it if the work is independent. Use quotation marks instead of italics if the work is part of a larger work

3. Title of the overall internet site (italicized) if distinct from item 2

4. Publisher or sponsor of the site. If not available, use N.p.

5. Date of publication (day, month, and year, as available); if nothing is available, use n.d.

6. Medium of publication (Internet)

7. Date you accessed the site (day, month, year)

Blow, Joe.  “Purse Your Lips and Blow.” Joe Blow’s Website. N.p.n.d. Web. 20 Aug 2009.
(But you should only use credible sources!  If the site has no publisher, sponsor or author, why should we care what it says?)

The ideal Print citation has the following components, in sequence, with periods between parts and a period at the end:

1. Name of author(s), or editor or compiler, if available.

2. Title of the work.  Italicize it if the work is independent.  Use quotation marks instead of italics if the work is part of a larger work (for example, a chapter from a book, an article from a magazine or newspaper).

3. Title of the overall work, if distinct from item 2

4. Publishing information in this order, as many parts as are available: city, publishing house, date (day, month, year), volume or section, page(s).

5. Medium (Print).
